In the Old Testament book of Daniel, starting at chapter 7 through 10, Daniel experiences divine dreams & visions about future human history into the period of the Tribulation.  At which point through chapter 12 an angel begins to explain to him what it means.

Things get so bad during the Tribulation that Daniel is told in 12:1b, “There will be a time of distress such as has not happened from the beginning of nations until then.”
Tribulation- A 7 year period that begins on earth for non-believers who are left behind after the Rapture. They will experience a holocaust of major proportion that combines the wrath of God, the fury of Satan, & unbridled wickedness by humankind. Because of this experience many will become Christ Followers.

3 sets of judgments upon the inhabitants of earth that manifest in 21 events. Included will be warfare, disease, famine, devastating cosmic occurrences, & extreme natural happenings.
Up to 75% of the earth’s inhabitants will die!
· The Purpose Of The Tribulation
1- To end the time to give people the opportunity to choose God

2- To fulfill God’s prophecies about Israel

3- To shake people from their false sense of security

4- To evict Satan & his followers from the earth
5- To bring many to faith in Christ
6- To restore the earth to God’s theocratic kingdom rule

It will produce the greatest soul harvest in history!
The glory that was lost to God through the Fall, will be fully restored!
