Your Most Important Day Is Coming!
In 1 Corinthians 3:10-15, the Apostle Paul talks about a Day, process, purpose, & a personal outcome that is ahead for every Christ Follower. In 2 Corinthians 5:10 the “Day” is identified as the time of the judgment seat of Christ. This judgment has nothing to do with a Believer’s salvation as their judgment for sin was incurred by Christ on the cross when they put their trust in Him to do so on their behalf.  
The judgment seat of Christ, occurs right after the Rapture of born again Christians being taken up to Heaven, while those not raptured are enduring the 7 year Tribulation of God’s judgment on earth. The purpose of the judgment seat of Christ is to evaluate & reward each Believer for the way they handled the responsibilities, opportunities, & gifts given to them subsequent to trusting Jesus as Lord  & Savior of their life.

For non-believers that day is the Great White Throne judgment of Rev 20:11-15
For Christ Followers that day is the Judgment Seat of Christ of 2 Cor 5:10
