Lessons From Peter’s 1st Easter
In Luke 24:1-12 the account of several women’s visit to Jesus’ tomb is given. Upon arriving early in the morning they encounter 3 unexpected events: 1- The tomb is open 2- Jesus’ body is not in it 3- Two angels are in the tomb. The angels remind the women that Jesus said he would rise. They leave & return to tell the disciples the news. The disciples don’t believe what they are hearing, but Peter checks out the news for himself.  His visit left him, “…wondering to himself what had happened.”
