Christ The Redeemer
In Romans 3:21-26, the Apostle Paul uses the word “redemption” in the explanation of the cause which had the effect to enable a believer to be justified [ just as if he/she had never sinned ] resulting in righteousness [being in right standing with God].

Redemption: Obtaining release from captivity by paying a ransom
· REDEMPTION IS A UNIVERSAL HUMAN NEED

V23 NLT- For everyone has sinned; we all fall short of God's glorious standard.

· GOOD NEWS! GOD’S INTO REDEMPTION
Read the Exodus story in chapters 12-15

· THE CRUCIFIXION PROVIDES REDEMPTION!

V24-25 NIV- (believers) are justified freely by his grace through the redemption that came by Christ Jesus. God presented him as a sacrifice of atonement, through faith in his blood.

Jesus’ blood is the ransom payment buying us back from our slave holder
· REDEMPTION FROM / TO
Christ purchased our freedom [redeeming us] from the curse (doom) of the 
Law [and its condemnation]
