In Acts 8:26-40, an angel sets up a divine appointment for a Christ Follower named Philip to meet a high ranking official returning to his homeland.  Their paths intersect on a desert road.  Philip engages the official who is taking a rest stop & is reading from the Old Testament book of Isaiah.  It sparks a spiritual question by the official which allows Philip to tell him about the Good News of Jesus.  The official then makes a decision to become a Christ Follower. His first act is to request to be baptized. The official is next seen rejoicing as he went on his way.
