In 1 Kings 9:1-9, Solomon, the 3rd king of ancient Israel & endowed with abundant wisdom, is at the pinnacle of his reign. His premier achievement, the building of God’s holy temple, has just been consecrated & celebrated. 

God appears to him saying He has heard his prayer about the temple and will answer it by putting His name on & presence in it.

He also extends two choices to Solomon which will determine the continuity of the prayer staying answered. Each choice will have great impact on Solomon’s family as well as the spiritual and political life of the nation.
The choice Solomon made can mentor us in the equivalent of our own setting so we don’t have to learn & experience what he did.
· CHOICE & CONSEQUENCE # 1- PUT GOD 1ST 
V 4-  …if you… A- walk before me with integrity of heart & uprightness
        B- do all I command C- observe my decrees & laws









V 5- …I will… X-establish your royal throne forever


· CHOICE & CONSEQUENCE #2- PUT gods 1st
V6- But if you… A- turn away  B- do not observe the commands & decrees
       C- serve other gods & worship them

V 7- …then I will… X- cut off Israel from the land Y- reject this temple
        Z- Israel will be a byword & ridiculed
