In the 5th book of the New Testament, Acts, which is about the birth of the Christian church, chapter 9:1-9 begins the story of Saul who would set the example for being a Praxeis Christ Follower.
His story begins with him zealously hunting down Christians. On his way to do so he encounters the risen Lord & is blinded by the light of his appearance. Jesus asks Saul why he is persecuting him. Saul asks who he is to which Jesus responds that he is Jesus. He then tells Saul to go to Damascus where he will learn what he is to do. His companions lead him by the hand. Upon his arrival he waits in his blindness without eating or drinking.

1- Your Past Or Present Is No Problem For God

2- You Are Not Lost To God

3- Expect God To Put You In The Dark At Times

4- God Will Not Leave You To Yourself

Saul went on to become Paul, a Praxeis Christ Follower, because he trusted and obeyed when God said in V 6- “Now get up and go into the city,…”

Is God speaking to you to “Get up and go then wait?”  If you want to be a Praxeis Christ Follower it’s all about trusting and obeying in your unique context.
