PRAXEIS- The New Testament Bible Book of Acts is called Praxeis
in its original Greek language because that term was 
used in ancient Greek literature to describe the accomplishments of outstanding people
In the 5th book of the New Testament, Acts, which is about the birth of the Christian church, chapter 9:10-19 tells the story of Ananias who is an example of a Praxeis Christ Follower.  God called him to a dangerous & difficult [but only from Ananias’ view point] assignment. Through Ananias’ trust in God’s Word he helped launch the ministry of Paul, which brought the Good News of Jesus to the non-Jewish world & us today!
The Lord told him, “Go…” Then Ananias went…  Vv 11 & 17
Q- Are You Willing To Do The Dangerous For God?

Q- Are You Willing To Do The Difficult For God?

Ananias’s answer to both questions was yes.  Because he did, Saul was healed, publicly professed his faith & regained his strength. This positioned Saul to start actively serving the Lord by telling about the Good News he had experienced in his own life. Countless lives & destinies have been changed through Ananias’ willingness to do the dangerous & difficult for God.
