But it’s a game changer Passover observance because Jesus shifts the time to teaching about and conducting the first Communion service. He states that the purpose for this new worship expression is so that they will remember him.

David used remembering to renew & strengthen his faith & hope when he was in a tough situation!

Symbols offer a powerful way to help us remember, e.g. the POW/MIA flag. For Christ Followers it’s the Cross!

· Jesus- “Remember Me By My Body”
V 19 NCV- This is my body, which I am giving for you. Do this to remember me.”
A body represents both life & death. The communion bread which represents his body reminds us of the significance of both of his!

· Jesus- “Remember Me By My Blood”
V 20 AMP- And in like manner, He took the cup after supper, saying, “This cup is the new testament or covenant [ratified] in my blood, which is shed (poured out) for you.

There are many precious liquids, e.g. oil, water, but only Jesus’ blood provides 
forgiveness, cleansing & life!

· You Can Be Assured Jesus Will Remember You If You Ask
The he said, “Jesus, remember me when you come into your Kingdom.”  And Jesus replied, “I assure you today, you will be with me in paradise.” 
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
