Nice Kitty Kitty
Daniel 6 in the OT describes how Daniel, a high ranking official in the Medes-Persian kingdom of Darius the king is framed by his peers & lesser officials of not obeying a decree of the king’s. The decree, which the conspirators against Daniel got the king to sign, states that anyone not praying to a god or man other than the king will be put in a lion’s den. 
The decree does not cause Daniel to cease from his daily pattern of praying 3 times throughout the day. The conspirators knowing this is his pattern “catch him in the act” of praying. The king after being informed of this has no choice but to put Daniel in the lion’s den.
God sends an angel to protect Daniel from the lions. The next day he is removed from the den without even so much as a wound.

The king realizes he’s been duped & has the conspirators & their families cast in the den where they immediately meet their demise.

The king issues a new decree that every person in the kingdom is to fear & reverence Daniel’s God. And Daniel is prospered during Darius’ & Cyrus’ reigns.
This story shows us how to handle the lion’s dens of life whether because of persecution or because we put ourselves in one. 
· Follow Daniel’s Response To Persecution
V 10 NIV- …prayed, giving thanks to his God, just as he had done before.

V 23 NIV- …no wound was found on him, because he had trusted his God.

· God Will Use & Reward Your Persecution
V 26-27 NIV- I issue a decree that in every part of my kingdom people must fear & 

reverence the God of Daniel

V 28 NIV- So Daniel prospered during the reign of Darius & the reign of Cyrus…

· When Life Or You Put Yourself In The Lion’s Den
Daniel resolved not to defile himself with [doubt].  Daniel 1:8 NIV
