It’s Closer Than You Think!
Daniel 2 in the OT tells the story about a king named Nebuchadezzar of the ancient kingdom of Babylon who has a dream about a large, dazzling statue. He summons his wise men to tell him what he dreamed of & what it means. They are unable to even tell him what he dreamed of. To which the king threatens them with their lives if they can’t tell him what he both dreamed of & what the dream means.
As the wise men can’t perform, the king orders that they all be rounded up so they can be put to death. Daniel as one of the wise men is also sought out to be rounded up for the death penalty. But he appeals to the king for time to interpret the dream. To which the king agrees.
Daniel gets with his friends who join him in prayer for God’s mercy. During the night God reveals the mystery of the dream to Daniel.

Daniel, after giving God credit for giving him understanding about the dream, explains it to the king. He tells the king that the different metals making up the parts of the statue represent kingdoms starting with the king’s which will successively rule on the world stage. But a rock not cut with human hands will smash the statue & scatter it as if it never existed. The rock will be the kingdom that God sets up which will endure forever.
