A Preventable Self-Inflicted Wound!
Revelation 20:11-15 describes the horrific fate of all who refuse to fulfill their reason for being, which is a relationship with their Creator God. As created beings by the living God in His image, their existence goes on eternally, but having refused the relationship with Him that they have been created for, the affront to God’s holiness can only be satisfied by eternal banishment to a lake of fire.

The text unfolds with God on a great white throne. His presence is so fearsome that Earth & sky flee from Him. All those, whether important in this life or not, stand before His throne. Books recording each person’s life are opened. The book of life is singled out because it records the names of those who trusted Christ as their Savior. They are at this Great White Throne Judgment because their names are not in this specific book. Thus they are left to their life’s record to qualify them to escape the penalty for refusing God in their life. Their life record causes even the best to come short of God’s holy perfection. Thus, they are unable to escape God’s perfect & righteous judgment.
