Are You Prepared?
At almost the end of the Bible, a scene from the culmination of human history is described. That dramatic scene takes place in Revelation 19:6-9. It begins with praise that the last enemy of the church has been destroyed and that God now reigns supremely. A declaration is then made that the time of the event so longed for by Christ, His marriage to His bride, the church, has arrived. 

Notably, V 7 says His bride has made herself ready. V 8 affirms this by special clothing being given to her to wear.
For the time has come for the wedding of the Lamb, & his bride has prepared herself for it. She has been given clean shining linen to wear." (The linen is the good deeds of God's people.)
