~~ Managing God’s Money ~~
Our teaching text of Luke 19:11-27 begins by noting that as those who were listening to the interaction between Zachaeus & Jesus about money, Jesus begins to tell a parable. The parable is about a man of noble birth who gives 1 unit of money to each of his 10 servants. He instructs them to put it to work. He then leaves for an extended time.

The noble returns & calls his servants to give an account of how they handled the money he had given them. The first servant states he earned 10 more. The noble commends him, calls him trustworthy, & rewards him with the charge for 10 cities. The second says he got a 5:1 return. The noble rewards him with the charge of 5 cities.
Another servant presents the money he was given back to the noble. He explains he laid it away as he was afraid of the noble. The noble calls him a wicked servant & tells him he should have at least earned interest on it. The noble takes the money he had given the servant & has it given to the servant who earned a 10:1 return
